Dear graduates! The content of programs of magistracy includes the study of cycle basic and majors, as well as pedagogical and research practices.
Training programs in higher education include disciplines of an obligatory component and a component for choice.

At credit system of training the catalog of elective courses (CEC) representing the list of the disciplines entering the component at choice is the obligatory
element of an educational program of specialty. It is being developed for each specialty with the goal of creating a self-service, flexible and comprehensive
definition of learning paths of students. The catalog covers the whole possible range of disciplines, taking into account all the profiles, specialization and
professional activities, allowing the University to develop and successfully adapt in the changing environment of already existing scientific and pedagogical
schools, maximize the use of library information resources and educational-laboratory base. You proposed CED contains a list of subjects that will fully master the
professional competencies, defined educational standards of education. Specialization in a narrower direction is provided by majors, recommended by the
specialized departments.

Catalog of elective disciplines undergraduates used in the preparation of an individual training plan, developed personally by undergraduates under the
guidance of advisors (academic mentor), taking into account a student's individual abilities, its prospects for growth, the labor market and production.

To form their educational program, graduate student should master all disciplines of compulsory component (established by State compulsory educational
standards) in accordance with the working curriculum, as well as choose to study from the proposed list (catalog) Elective component. The choice of
undergraduate elective courses must be carried out in accordance with the logic of academic relationships and sequence of courses (subjects).

In the catalog, as well as in the working curriculum of the specialty, elective courses - relatively independent (logically complete) part of the educational
program, responsible for the formation of a certain competence or a group of related competencies.

Purpose: To teach undergraduates to scientifically
substantiate the topic under study, to analyze the current
state of the object under study and identify problems in this
area, to determine the author's ways of solving problems
and developing the object under study.

Content: The training course "Technology of Master's
research” is an important element in the system of training
undergraduates. A master's thesis is a qualifying work in
which, based on the author's developments or the author's
generalization of scientific and practical information, tasks
that are important for the field of knowledge to which the
topic of the work is devoted are solved, which allows
undergraduates to apply in practice the knowledge and
skills they have acquired. As a rule, the dissertation
includes a critical review of the literature, a theoretical
statement of the problem and a description of methods for
solving it using specific examples. In the course of the
defense, undergraduates should be able to clearly formulate
the research goal, describe the methods and present the
results obtained, accompanying their presentation with
illustrative materials.

The purpose of the dissertation defense is to enable
undergraduates to demonstrate their acquired knowledge of
macroeconomic and financial problems in the development
of a specific topic and to obtain an academic degree in the
relevant field of specialization. When preparing a
dissertation, a master's student learns the skills of
independent elaboration of ideas and their comprehensive
justification, system analysis, processing of factual data,
their generalization and presentation of their ideas in a
clear, standard and clear form for everyone.

Competencies: As a result of studying this discipline, the
master's student must master the following competencies:
